Without
closing his eyes to the evident weaknesses of the Filipihos
himself includedhe never lost faith in his fellowmen and in
his country.

Indeed, what we badly need is concern for the coun-

try even to heroic proportions. But moderaay heroism

does not exactly mean bloodshed. It is rather, a quiet but

productive promotion of the common good over one's own.

Fortunately, a growing consciousness of this is evi-
dent. PCCED or the Philippine Center for Civic Education
and Democracy is one example. In a talk at Tanglaw, Dr. Fe

Gladys Golo, a representative of the Center, discussed the
hallmark initiative along this line: Project Citizen.

Aimed at promoting citizenship among high schoo
students through education, the project starts by first training
teachers, introducing them to a correct understanding of de
